And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room,
where they were staying, Peter and John and James and Andrew,
Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James the son of
Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. N
these with one accord were devoting themselves to prayer, together
with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers.

“In those days Peter stood up among the brothers (the company
of persons was in all about 120) and said, !%Brothers, the Scripture
had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke beforehand by the
mouth of David concerning Judas, who became a guide to those
who arrested Jesus. '"For he was numbered among us and was
allotted his share in this ministry.” '"*(Now this man bought a field
with the reward of his wickedness, and falling headlong he burst
open in the middle and all his bowels gushed out. " And it became
known to all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the field was
called in their own language Akeldama, that is, Field of Blood.)

?1So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time
that the Lord Jesus went in and out among us, ’beginning from the
baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us—one
of these men must become with us a witness to his resurrection.”
*And they put forward two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also
called Justus, and Matthias. **And they prayed and said, “You,
Lord, who know the hearts of all, show which one of these two you
have chosen *’to take the place in this ministry and apostleship from
which Judas turned aside to go to his own place.” *°And they cast
lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias, and he was numbered
with the eleven apostles.

Communion Distribution
Holy Cross believes that the Lord’s Supper is a gift of Jesus to His
church. The apostle Paul wrote, “Let a man examine himself, and so
eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For any one who eats and
drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment upon
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himself.” (I Corinthians 11:28-29). Out of loving concern for those
that commune and from our understanding of the Bible and the
Lutheran Confessions, we request that those who commune here:

1. Be baptized Christians

2. Should have received special instruction on the essence and
significance of the Lord’s Supper.

3. Are mature enough to examine themselves, recognizing their sin
and their need for God’s grace through this special means.

4. Profess the “real presence” of Christ in this sacrament, that is,
confessing the true presence of Jesus’ body in the bread and His
blood in the wine.

We request that all that come to the Lord’s Supper join us in
acknowledging the preceding affirmations of our understanding of
communion. Non-communing children may join their parents. They
are asked to fold their hands for a blessing. If you have any
questions, please feel free to speak with the pastor after the service.

If you are unable to drink wine, the inner tray has alcohol free wine.

If you are in need of gluten free bread, please speak with one of the
pastors.
